• Listen to the story like its brand new, even if you’ve heard it before. 

• Respect each other. Take turns listening & speaking.  

• Ask questions (This is how we really get to know God). 

• This is a safe space. All feelings are okay. 

• How is the story challenging you and your family to live differently?  

 

• Prepare beforehand. Read the story on your own and spend time in prayer, asking 
God to help your family hear what He has to say. 

• Find a comfortable space to gather without distractions. 

• Go over ‘Family Tips’ (below) at the beginning of your family’s time together.  

• Remember: It is okay to not have the “right” answers to every question.  

• Lead the way for your family - model vulnerability and authenticity. 

• Ask how the story/discussion challenges us to live differently or try something new. 

• Find ways to celebrate the new things you try!
